Stay alert, watch what you are doing and
use common sense when operating a
power tool.

Use clamps or other practical way to
secure and support the workpiece to a
stable platform. Holding the work by hand or
against your body is unstable and may lead
to loss of control.

Do not force tool. Use the correct tool for
your application. The correct tool will do the
job better and safer at the rate for which it is
designed.

Do not use tool if switch does not turn it
on or off. Any tool that cannot be controlled
with the switch is dangerous and must be
repaired.

Disconnect the plug from the power
source before making any adjustments,
changing accessories, or storing the tool.
Such preventive safety measures reduce the
risk of starting the tool accidentally.

Store idle tools out of reach of children
and other untrained persons.

USE PROPER EXTENSION CORD: Make sure your extension cord is in good condition.
When using an extension cord, be sure to use one heavy enough to carry the current your
product will draw. An undersized cord will cause a drop in line voltage resulting in loss of
power and overheating. Table 1 shows the correct size to use depending on cord length and
nameplate ampere rating. If in doubt, use the next heavier gage. The smaller the gage num-
ber, the heavier the cord.

1. Reversing switch lever

/A CAUTION:

unplugged before adjusting or checking function on the
tool.

Switch action

/A CAUTION:

* Before plugging in the tool, always check to see that the
switch trigger actuates properly and returns to the “OFF”
position when released.

To start the tool, simply pull the switch trigger. Tool speed is

increased by increasing pressure on the switch trigger.
Release the switch trigger to stop.

Electric brake
This tool is equipped with an electric brake. If the tool consis-

tently fails to quickly stop after switch trigger release, have
tool serviced at a Makita service center.

Reversing switch action

This tool has a reversing switch to change the direction of
rotation. Depress the reversing switch lever from the A side
for clockwise rotation or from the B side for counterclockwise
rotation.

* Always check the direction of rotation before operation.

e Use the reversing switch only after the tool comes to a
complete stop. Changing the direction of rotation before
the tool stops may damage the tool.

Installing or removing driver bit or socket bit

Use only the driver bit or socket bit shown in the figure. Do
not use any other driver bit or socket bit.

To install the bit, pull the sleeve in the direction of the arrow
and insert the bit into the sleeve as far as it will go. Then
release the sleeve to secure the bit.

To remove the bit, pull the sleeve in the direction of the arrow
and pull the bit out firmly.

NOTE:

e If the bit is not inserted deep enough into the sleeve, the
sleeve will not return to its original position and the bit
will not be secured. In this case, try re-inserting the bit
according to the instructions above.

Hook

The hook is convenient for temporarily hanging the tool. This
can be removed without using a tool.This can be installed on
either side of the tool.

Installing and removing hook

Expand the upper part of the hook in both directions and
remove it. To install the hook, follow the removal procedure
in reverse.

Hold the tool firmly and place the point of the driver bit in the
screw head. Apply forward pressure to the tool to the extent
that the bit will not slip off the screw. Start the tool slowly and
then increase the speed gradually. Release the switch trig-
ger just as the screw bottoms out.

The proper fastening torque differs depending upon the kind
or size of the screw/bolt, the material of the workpiece to be
fastened, etc. Refer to the figure for the relation between fas-
tening time and wood screw size. (Material to be fastened:
Lauan)

NOTE:

¢ Use the proper bit for the head of the screw/bolt that you
wish to use.

* When fastening tool screws in a steel plate, the proper
fastening torque can be obtained in an extremely short
time (approx. 0.1 - 0.2 seconds). Turn the tool off as
soon as the impact sound is heard.

* Hold the tool pointed straight at the screw or the screw
and/or bit may be damaged.

* When driving wood screws, predrill pilot holes to make
driving easier and to prevent splitting of the workpiece.
The pilot holes should be slightly smaller than the wood
screws in diameter.

* The size of wood screw which can be fastened with this
tool may differ depending upon the type of material to be
fastened. Always perform a test operation to determine
the size of wood screw.

e When fastening bolts or nuts, always perform a test
operation to verify the adequate fastening time for your
bolt or nut. Excessive fastening torque may damage the
bolt/nut or socket bit.

Replacing carbon brushes

Remove and check the carbon brushes regularly. Replace
when they wear down to the limit mark. Keep the carbon
brushes clean and free to slip in the holders. Both carbon
brushes should be replaced at the same time. Use only iden-
tical carbon brushes.

Use a screwdriver to remove the brush holder caps. Take out
the worn carbon brushes, insert the new ones and secure
the brush holder caps.

After replacing brushes, plug in the tool and break in brushes
by running tool with no load for about 10 minutes. Then
check the tool while running and electric brake operation
when releasing the switch trigger. If electric brake is not
working well, ask your local Makita service center for repair.
